AIM (Art in the Manor) encourages the donation of original artwork for display in both Fairview Manor and in the public areas of the Almonte General Hospital.  Art creates a more home-like atmosphere for residents and patients, as well as for staff, volunteers and visitors.      


To date, well over 100 pieces of art have been donated. “We have had enormous success so far, thanks to the generosity of area artists and art lovers,” says AIM Chair Gaye Matthews. “But we continue to solicit donations, as there is a vast amount of wall and public space available for display.”  


AIM will consider original works in all media, including framed paintings, drawings, mixed media, photographs, prints and collages, textiles, sculpture (both indoor and outdoor) and garden/courtyard art. Work is selected on the basis of appropriateness and condition. 


“Because of the population at the Manor and in the Hospital, the artwork must meet certain criteria,” explains Matthews.  “That’s why we assess each potential donation. We are looking for works that will resonate with residents, patients, staff and volunteers, and we avoid pieces that could be construed as unsettling or disturbing.”


Donors receive a charitable receipt for the full market value of the piece from the Almonte General Hospital/Fairview Manor Foundation, which assumes ownership of the artwork. A wall-mounted card identifying the artist, donor, title, medium and size accompanies each piece on display.
