For $2, you can fill a blue box with compost for your garden. Mr. Potvin donates all proceeds from the sale of his compost to the Almonte General Hospital/Fairview Manor Foundation. 


Mr. Potvin, who is a member of the AGH/FVM Foundation board of directors, makes the compost from leaves that area residents deliver to his property. He charges about one-quarter of the price of commercial compost,


“Mr. Potvin is a long-time supporter of the Hospital and we are very grateful that he has decided to donate the proceeds from his compost sales to help us raise funds for much-needed medical equipment,” said Foundation Executive Director Gerry Huddleston.



To reach the compost area, turn left at the end of Union Street North, cross the tracks, and then take the first turn right. You can also arrange to have a larger amount of compost delivered.
