Donate now to help purchase Cardiac Telemetry System for AGH


The Almonte General Hospital/Fairview Manor (AGH/FVM) Foundation is closing in on its goal to raise $89,000 for a Cardiac Telemetry System (CTS) for the Hospital, but it needs your help.


Patients with heart disease must be closely monitored. Currently, this is done through cardiac monitors that doctors and nurses read at the patient’s bedside. 


The purchase and installation of AGH’s first CTS would allow cardiac in-patients to be remotely monitored, meaning doctors and nurses could view electrocardiogram (ECG) results on a monitor at the nurses’ station.


This technology provides enormous advantages, because nurses are immediately alerted to any changes in a patient’s ECG, even if they are not in the patient’s room. 


In addition to providing enhanced monitoring, the system increases the efficiency and effectiveness of nursing staff, who can then be available more quickly to the patients who need them most.


A CTS would allow Hospital staff to monitor patients when they begin to exercise as part of their recovery. Recovering patients could gradually increase their activity levels, secure in the knowledge that their ECG results are being monitored at all times.


In December, an Almonte couple contributed $50,000 toward the purchase of the CTS for the Almonte General Hospital. 


These generous donors, who wish to remain anonymous, gave their “gift of a lifetime” through a donation of shares. The donors then issued a challenge to the public to contribute the remaining $39,000 needed to purchase the CTS.


Since then, AGH Chief of Staff Dr. Anne Oldfield has made a significant donation toward the purchase of the CTS, and several generous supporters also responded to the Foundation’s spring fundraising letter.
