Prior to joining Halton Healthcare Services in 2006, Mrs. Trider spent six years as Vice President of Markham Stouffville Hospital. She has held senior positions at a number of Ontario hospitals since 1991 and also has experience working with hospital Foundations and Foundation boards. 

Throughout her career, Mrs. Trider has played an active role on a number of Ontario Hospital Association and Ontario Joint Policy and Planning committees.  
Mrs. Trider was born in Deep River, grew up in Ottawa and has a number of family members in the area. “The prospect of returning to the area is very appealing, and my husband Rod and I are looking forward to becoming part of the community,” Mrs. Trider said. “My health care career began in a hospital where interaction with patients, staff, physicians and volunteers were daily occurrences, and I welcome the opportunity to work that closely with a hospital community again.”
